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Bipartisan Infrastructure Bill (H.R. 3684)

« On November 15, 2021, President Biden signed the bipartisan “Infrastructure Investment and Jobs
Act” (H.R. 3684) into law to invest in the nation’s infrastructure, including funding for roads and
bridges, rail, transit, airports, energy, sustainability, water, and broadband, among other priorities.

— The House passed the measure on Nov. 5 on a 228-206 vote.
— The Senate had passed the measure in August on a bipartisan 69-30 vote.

» The legislation provides $1.2 trillion in total spending over five years, including $550 billion in new
spending. The legislation includes several authorizing bills, including:

— Surface Transportation Reauthorization Act of 2021 (S. 1931)
— Surface Transportation Investment Act (S. 2016)

— Drinking Water and Wastewater Infrastructure Act (S. 914)

— Energy Infrastructure Act (S. 2377)

— Digital Equity Act (S. 2018)

Implementation Logistics:
Agencies will now be tasked with standing-up new or expanding existing programs to award federal funds to eligible infrastructure projects.  
Agency offices will work over the coming weeks to establish grant program parameters, develop, and publish solicitations for applications, set timelines for awards and oversee implementation of awarded funds. 
The IIJA included deadlines for some agency actions, requiring that programs be established in 60, 90, or 180 days.  
Note that many of the agency offices, particularly within the Department of Energy, remain functioning without political appointees.

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“Builld Back Better” Reconciliation Bill

» On October 29, President Biden unveiled a scaled-back “Build Back
Better Framework,” pared down to $1.75 trillion from $3.5 trillion.

— The outline provided a breakthrough after a weeks-long standoff between
moderate Senators and progressive Democrats over the size and scope of the
legislation, which includes new spending on social programs and climate change.

— The Congressional Progressive Caucus has largely endorsed the latest
framework, while moderate Sen. Joe Manchin (D-WV) has said he cannot fully
endorse the framework without a better understanding of its economic impact.

« The House passed the BBB on November 19, by a vote of 220-213.

« The Senate is all but certain to change the legislation, meaning the
House would have to vote again. Senate action is expected in 2022.
