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Climate & Environment
• Climate Commitment Act – became law in 2021, created a carbon market for greenhouse gas 

emissions, sets a cap on greenhouse gas emissions that steadily lowers over time. Businesses buy 
and sell credits at auctions to cover the costs of their pollution. 

• Program hosts quarterly auctions that generates revenue that must, by law, be invested in critical 
climate projects throughout the state. Proceeds are used to increase climate resiliency, fund alternative 
transportation grant programs, and help WA’s transition to low-carbon economy.

• Auction revenues – raised $1.3 billion so far
• Citizen advocacy group has turned in 400,000 signatures to repeal the Climate Commitment Act –

legislature can 1. adopt and pass the proposal into law as written 2. take no action or reject the 
proposal and initiative would appear on the November 2024 ballot or 3. legislature can decide to place
