He is Executive Director of 206 Universal, a non-profit community organization that empowers youth and
families through urban arts and culture. He is also on the board of directors of The Here and Now Project, a
non-profit organization that connects and empowers the paralysis community in the Pacific Northwest.

As a performer and educator, he has participated in countless events, workshops, panels and assemblies, at
places such as the University of Washington, University of Costa Rica, Willamette University, Portland State
University, Galpao Aplauso (Brazil), and Festival de la Juventud (Guatemala).
