Legislation Title: AN ORDINANCE relating to the City Light Department; amending 

Ordinance 121176 to remove certain performance pay provisions. 

 

 

Summary and background of the Legislation: 

Ordinance 121176, passed by the Council in 2003, provided for two pay for performance 

programs for the head of Seattle City Light. One program allowed an annual increment of up to 

8% for performance to be awarded by the Mayor annually. Another program allowed for an 

increment of up to 10% for performance to be awarded by the Mayor at the end of each four-year 

term. 

 

This legislation strikes both provisions.

Ignoring possible pay scale changes in the 

future, the incumbent would be eligible for up to $142,000 in incremental performance pay over 

the four years to re-confirmation. Passage of this legislation would save City Light rate payers 

that expense.
