This ordinance amends SMC 630.310.110 to add factors the Director of FAS should consider in
determining what constitutes a qualifying driver. It also extends the timeline for establishing a
“commencement date” from September 17, 2016, to January 17, 2017. This will allow FAS time
to survey drivers to gain additional insight into the distribution of trips over the driver pool,
putting FAS in a better position to create the rules necessary to implement the collective
negotiation rights established for for-hire drivers by Ordinance 124968.
