E']Why a Fan Celebration at Seattle Center is Essential

It remains important that the City provides a large-scale, free viewing experience to the
public during the World Cup. Large numbers of residents will want to engage in the
games regardless of whether they can obtain tickets; and thousands of out-of-town
visitors will be looking for a “home base” fan experience beyond the game(s) for which
they have tickets.

Public Safety and Crowd Management

* Alarge overflow venue is important for crowd management, to relieve pressure on the
streets surrounding the stadium and provide predictable, easily-controlled gathering
points.

* Seattle Center is part of existing safety strategies for SPD, SFD, OEM, and transit
agencies including SDOT, King County Metro and Sound Transit.

» Seattle Center has the experience, accessibility & infrastructure to host hundreds of
thousands of visitors

* Focusing gatherings at Seattle Center supports safety and stability of the downtown
business core by minimizing impact on downtown rights-of-way and reducing
subsequent demand on Citywide public safety resources.
