NOTES

—Large clusters of illustrations activate the fenceline, with plenty of space in between
allowing the natural vegetation to play an equal role.

—The layered, organic shapes respond to and feel integrated into their surroundings.

—The over-the-top scale engages with the community by creating interest from afar, and
allows for fun interaction up close.

—Pieces are created from laser cut aluminum composite material (ACM), and hand painted
with design.

—The chosen style of the fence does not impact artwork, but I recommend something dark
or black so it recedes visually.
